WHY USE QDA SOFTWARE?

Manage large, complex data sets

* Code data with ease

* Conduct searches and visualizations
« Discover, test and describe patterns

« QDA software does not do the analysis for you, it facilitates the process

EXAMPLE PROJECT IN ATLAS.TI

Old project management: v6 and earlier
* Work from copies of your files
* Keep all PDs in one project folder
* Do not move files from this folder or open them outside of ATLAS (docs are assigned to HU)

* NEWn v7: project management library system
* Importing primary documents (PDs) - now it takes any text version (doc(x), txt, rtf)
* Add Documents to My Library or Team Library
* Copy Bundle (under Project and Tools menus)
* Legacy menu item: Documents->New->Assign External Documents
